HIPAA Transaction compliance day is October 16, 2003.
Will you be ready to submit HIPAA compliant transactions to all

of your payers and avoid interrupting your practice’s cash flow?

Your Responsibility as a Provider

Healthcare Providers are specifically named in the
HIPAA law as a covered entity. As a covered entity, it
is your responsibility to convert to HIPAA mandated
electronic transaction formats.

If you submit electronic claims directly to payers, you
must update your EDI processor or System and perform
internal (integrity) testing.

If you partner with a billing company or clearing-
house, make sure that the claims they process on your
behalf are HIPAA compliant with all your payers.

If your electronic claims are not compliant, they won't be
accepted for processing. If they are not processed, they can
not be paid.

Begin Testing Now

The key to a successful conversion is to get your claims in
now for testing. The Michigan Department of
Community Health is encouraging providers to conduct
two stages of testing to assure HIPAA compliance. Stage
one integrity testing assures your transaction files will be
HIPAA compliant. Stage two business-to-business test-
ing assures that transactions between payer and provider
systems are compatible.

Stage One: Integrity Testing

MDCH recommends providers utilize a third party testing
and certification service (like Foresight) for stage one testing
prior to conducting stage two business-to-business testing
with payers like MDCH. The Michigan Department of
Community Health, in partnership with Blue Cross Blue
Shield of Michigan, is making the Foresight HIPAA Validator
— a web-based HIPAA testing tool — available for free at
www.bcbsm.com/providers/trans_test.shtml.

Stage Two: Business-to-Business Testing

with MDCH

MDCH began testing 837 v.4010 claim formats
(Professional, Institutional, Dental) during the third quarter
of 2002. If you have not submitted 837 test claims, you
should do so now.

After you have passed both testing stages, your practice will
be ready to submit HIPAA compliant 837 v.4010 claim

transactions to MDCH, and MDCH will be ready to accept
and pay your 837 claim transactions.

WHAT MEDICAID PROVIDERS MUST KNOW ABOUT CODE SETS

Standard Codes Will Replace Local Codes

MDCH has made substantial progress replacing propri-
etary local codes with standard national codes. As we move
forward, be advised that MDCH will provide notice when
codes must be changed. It is important that providers pay

attention to their national code set group and MDCH for guid-
ance regarding code set changes. Many changes will continue to
transpire between now and October 16, 2003.

Procedure Codes Are Date-of-Service Specific

Service rendered on or after October 16th will require standard
codes. If the date of service is prior to October 16, 2003 and a
local code was in effect for that date, that local code must be used
regardless of when the claim is submitted.

All codes for billing MDCH will be HIPAA compliant no later
than October 16, 2003. Providers will have notice of any out-
standing local procedure code conversions to national codes by

August 1, 2003. If a code requires a policy change, this change
will be promulgated through the MDCH policy process.
